Terms of the Housing Agreement - The Agreement 
is for both Fall and Spring semesters of the 2008-2009 academic 
year, as long as you are registered at the University of Utah.  Winter 
and Summer breaks are NOT part of the academic year agreement.  
If you are going to be studying abroad, going on a mission, or not 
attending the university for the Spring 2009 semester, please notify 
Housing & Residential Education before the end of the Fall semester. 
 

Meal Plan - Students living in Gateway Heights, Chapel Glen, 
Sage Point, and Officers Circle are required to purchase a meal plan.  
If you have special dietary needs, you can request accommodation 
through the Dining Center chef and manager.  Students can change 
their meal plan once during the first week of each semester. 
 

Itôs Includedé  

¶ All utilities (exception: Benchmark students pay a monthly utility 
fee) 

¶ A phone for local calls can be found in building lounges for 
student use (Room lines can be activated for an additional fee)  

¶ Cable TV jack (you provide the TV and connecting cable) 
¶ High-speed wireless internet 
¶ Ethernet connection  
 

Room Furniture 
¶ The beds are extra-long twin (36ò X 80ò).  In every bedroom a 

bed frame, mattress, mattress cover, desk, desk chair, 3 drawer 
dresser, and a shared (if you have a roommate) closet are 
provided. 

¶ Benchmark Plaza apartments have living room furniture and a 
dining table and chairs. 

¶ Officers Circle houses have furnished parlor rooms, study 
rooms, kitchen (except for cooking and eating utensils), and 
dining room. 

 

Items Not Allowed in Housing 
¶ Drugs and alcoholï includes, but is not limited to, empty alcohol 

bottle collections, drug paraphernalia, kegs as decoration.  

¶ Weaponsï includes, but is not limited to, BB guns, paint ball 
guns, swords, and hunting knives.  Utah law prohibits all 
weapons on campus, with a couple of very limited exceptions, 
principally concealed weapons carried by concealed weapons 
permit holders. 

¶ Halogen lamp if manufactured before 2000.   

Items Not Allowed in Housing (contôd) 

¶ Appliances with an open coil, such as hot plates, toasters, deep 
fat fryers. 

 

Bring with You 
¶ Bedding (extra-long twin - 36ò x 80ò) - sheets, blanket, pillow, 

pillowcase 

¶ Towels, toilet paper 

¶ Cleaning supplies (room and bathroom) - some supplies and 
vacuums are available at the Peterson Heritage Center for 
check out.  

¶ Laundry soap, softener, laundry basket or bag. 

¶ Alarm clock 
 

Optional Items 
¶ Electronics: TV, stereo, game equipment, computer 

¶ Small refrigerator - you may also rent one in Housing U 

¶ Small microwave - you may also use the microwave available in 
the kitchenette located on every floor.  

¶ Hangers 

¶ An extra light for your room.  Halogen lamps are okay as long as 
they were manufactured after 2000. 

¶ Extension cords and power strips 

¶ Ethernet cord 
 

We encourage you to communicate with your roommate to talk 
about what you are going to be bringing. 
 

Fall 2008 Opening Events - There are many activities 
and events planned by the Residence Hall Association to help you 
acclimate to your floor, residence hall, and neighborhood.

 Account Information ð VERY IMPORTANT 
 

You can access your housing account through Housing U.  HRE does not send out paper bills or statements.  If your family is helping you 
pay for your housing, please share your account information with them. You are legally responsible for your account.   

¶ Fall Charges - Your first monthõs charges will be posted to your account on July 31, 2008. 

¶ Financial Aid - You may use any financial aid remaining after tuition is paid to pay for housing.  You will need to make direct payment to 
HRE.  We will also accept Financial Aid checks from the U of U. 

¶ A Late charge of $20 is added on the 8th day of every month to any outstanding balance over the amount of $20.  Your outstanding 
balance may include unpaid rent, meal plan, RHA dues, judicial fines, lock-out key charges, lock change charges, swipe card charges, and 
damage charges.  These charges are NOT taken out of your security deposit. 

¶ FERPA - Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 - We can only release financial information to another party (your parents) 

with your written permission. You can sign a FERPA waiver with HRE allowing information to be shared with designated person(s).

Important Dates 

 
July 1 - Last day to cancel 2008-09 housing reservation without 

a $400.00 cancelation fee.  
 
July 26- Housing U freeze on all optional services, meal plans, 

and room reservations. 
 

July 31 - Charges will appear on your Housing U account. 
 

August 21- First Time Students Check-In - Check into your 

room between 9 a.m. and 7 p.m.  Dinner will be provided for 
students and their families.  Meal plan begins on August 22. 
 

August 22 - All other students check in.  Meal plan begins. 
 

August 25 - First day of class. 
 

October 13-17 - Fall Break.  Halls remain open.  Meal plan 

available.  
 

November 27-29ï Thanksgiving Break.  Halls remain open.  
No meal plan service. 
 

December 20 - Halls close for Winter break at 2 p.m.  Stay 

Over for Winter begins.  No meals served during the Stay Over 
period. 
 

January 9 - Residence halls open for Spring semester at 9 a.m.  

January monthly payment due.  Meal plan begins. 
 

January 12 - First day of class. Residents must be checked in.  
 

March 16-21 - Spring Break.  Halls remain open.  No meal 
plan service. 
 

May 9ï Residence Halls Close, 2 p.m.  Stay Over for Summer 
begins.  No meals served during Stay Over. 
 

May 15ï Move in day for Summer semester.  Meal plan begins. 
 

Optional Services - Students may choose from several 
optional services when reserving in Housing U. 

¶ Purchase a lofting service.  A lofted bed is similar to sleeping on 
the top bunk without a bed underneath (55.5ò to bottom of lofted 
bed).  The desk and dresser are designed to fit underneath the 
bed.  Beds will be lofted within the first 2 weeks of the semester.  
Students are not allowed to bring in their own loft or cinderblocks 
to raise the bed.   

¶ Rent a small refrigerator (4.3 cubic feet). 

¶ Rent an in-room safe large enough to hold a laptop computer and 
other items.   

¶ Indoor bicycle storage - students must provide their own lock 

¶ Activation of personal phone line 

¶ Campus Mailbox 
  

Bathrooms - Bathrooms in double and single rooms do not have 

locks on the doors.  There are two sinks, a privacy stall for the toilet 
and a privacy changing area for the shower.  Installation of door locks 
would be a violation of fire code as a person could become trapped in 
the bathroom. 
 

Laundry Rooms - Laundry rooms are provided in each area 
and in most buildings.  You no longer need quarters, you will be able 

to place money on a laundry card (available for purchase at the 
Peterson Heritage Center) to use in the machines.   New residents are 
given their first card at check-in. 

 

Room Freeze - There is a room freeze the first two weeks of 
each semester.  Room changes are not allowed during this period 
while we verify who has arrived and who is still planning to move in. 
 

Roommate Issues - For many of you, this may be your first 
time living with a roommate.  This is a learning process.  The following 
steps are used to address and resolve roommate issues:  
1) Roommates communicate with each other to identify and solve 

the issue,  
2) Roommates utilize the RA to serve as a mediator to come to a 

compromise, 
3) Residential Education Coordinator addresses the issue(s) with 

the residents.  If a conflict cannot be resolved, the end result may 
be a room change. 

 

Student Conduct - All students have the responsibility to 
report safety and policy violations that are taking place in their 
room/suite/floor/ building. The campus judicial system is educational 
in nature.  There are consequences for making choices that violate 
community standards.  The Residential Education Coordinators are 
the primary hearing officers for incidents.   
 

Pets - Fish are the only permitted pets.  A 10-gallon tank is the 
largest size allowed. 
 

Safety Info - The residential buildings are locked 24-hours a 
day.  You access your building by using your student ID card.  This 
card only gives you access to the building where you live.  Call box 
phones are located outside the entrances so guests may call the 
person they wish to visit.  All guests need to be escorted by the 
student while they are in the building.  We highly encourage all 
residents to lock their doors as a safety precaution for the whole suite. 
 

Public Safety offers walking escorts.  They will walk you to/from 
class or your car.  The Public Safety/Univ. Police Dept. can be 
reached at 801-585-2677 or on campus at 5-2677 (5-COPS). 
 

Insurance - Housing & Residential Education is not responsible 
for your personal property.  We encourage you to obtain renterôs 
insurance or check to see if your familyôs homeowner policy covers 
your belongings while you are in a residence hall.
